3.10  Service Support: Onsite comprehensive Support (parts, labor) must be provided for a minimum
period of 1 year by the bidder from the date of installation and commissioning of systems.

3.11 Hands on Training: Three days hand on training should be provided by the supplier after the
successful installation of the test set up.

3.12 One-year Comprehensive Warranty for Supplied item from OEM with hardware
replacement. The Supplier shall be fully responsible for the Manufacturer’s warranty for all
equipment, accessories, spare parts etc. against any defects arising from design, material,
manufacturing, workmanship, or any act or omission of the manufacturer / Bidder or any defect that
may develop under normal use of supplied equipment during the warranty period.

3.22  Settlement of disputes

3.25 Termination of contract by COEP Tech
