1. Ashadhi Wari Palakhi Sohala – 2023
Dates: 12th June – 13th June 2023
Savitribai Phule Pune University organized the activity 'Swachh Wari – Swasth Wari – Nirmal Wari – Harit Wari – Lokshahi Wari'. NSS volunteers of COEP Tech participated with great enthusiasm. On 13th June, a Dindi ceremony was organized at SPPU, and volunteers participated wholeheartedly, gaining a deeply spiritual and positive experience.

Date: 11th September 2023
On the occasion of 130 years of Swami Vivekananda's historic speech in Chicago, SPPU organized a one-day awareness workshop for NSS volunteers from affiliated colleges. 200 volunteers attended. COEP Tech NSS Secretary Atharv Patil participated in the program. The chief guest, BJP National Secretary Mr. Sunil Deodhar, spoke about Women's Empowerment and India's G20 presidency.
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7. 'Amrit Kalash' Collection Event
Date: 26th September 2023
Venue: Main Auditorium, COEP Technological University
The consolidation of Amrut Kalashas collected from 22 universities across the state took place at COEP's Main Auditorium. Distinguished guests included BJP National President Shri J.P. Nadda, Minister of Higher and Technical Education Shri Chandrakant Patil, and BJP Maharashtra President Shri Chandrashekhar Bawankule. Nearly 2,000 NSS volunteers from 86 colleges attended. Date: 1st October 2023
