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Major Activities 
During the academic year 2025–2026, the club actively engaged in theatre productions, film projects, music releases, and creative documentation.
The film wing released the short film It’s a Match on YouTube, which explored contemporary relationships and provided members with hands-on experience in acting, cinematography, editing, and production workflows. Another short film, Life, is in its final stage and scheduled for release, with plans to represent COEP at upcoming national film festivals.
The club produced the folk-art-based music video Dashavatar, celebrating traditional Maharashtrian cultural heritage through cinematic storytelling. Additionally, a behind-the-scenes documentary titled The Making of Dear Tirtharoop was created to document the creative and production journey of the theatre team.
In theatre, the club achieved a significant milestone by representing COEP at the 64th Maharashtra Rajya Natya Spardha, performing the two-act play Dear Tirtharoop at Bharat Natya Mandir, Pune. The production received appreciation at the state level and is being staged for multiple shows during the COEP Annual Gathering.
The club also released the official Title Track of Dear Tirtharoop, strengthening its musical portfolio and contributing to promotional outreach.
